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For the first time ever, 21 Days of Prayer + Fasting includes a way to engage
our youngest prayer warriors: kids! The prayer ideas and activities found in
this booklet were written just for kids by a few of our very own Foursquare
district NextGen coordinators.

On page 4, you'll find daily Scripture to read with your kids, as well as prayer
points and activities just for them. Consider making a plan with your family
to intentionally engage in 21 Days of Prayer + Fasting together each day. The
included activities can be done any time of day: in the morning, after school,
even around the dinner table or before bed.

On page 25, you'll find everything you need to make a paper chain where
each day’s activity is a link in the chain. Just cut out the strips and staple the
ends together around the previous day’s task. Print them on colored paper,
color them, put stickers'on them—whatever your kids prefer. Each day, have
your kids complete the activity and remove a link.

These shared activities can be an act of worship and a great way to get fam-
ilies praying together. Let’s start 2022 connecting kids with Jesus!

They all ate as
much as they wanted, and afterward, the disciples picked up 12 baskets
of leftovers. About 5,000 men were fed that day, in addition to all the
women and children!
